The average waiting time in the adult criminal court from first hearing to disposal was 7 weeks. (Figure 2)

The average waiting time in the youth court from first hearing to disposal was 11 weeks. 

1,450 new civil applications were entered and 1,332 civil applications were disposed of. 

The average length of time for a case to progress through the civil court was 8 weeks from date of issue to disposal.
